The Domaine Jean-Luc Mouillard is located in the village of Mantryn in the heart of
the vineyards.

11 hectares of vines spread over three appellations: Château-Chalon, Côtes
du Jura and Étoile. His estate is built on cellars dating from the 16th century,
combining history and innovation.

PRESENTATION
This wine, made from the three grape varieties (Pinot Noir, Poulsard, Trousseau), has been aged in
barrels for several months.

Pinot Noir 50%, Poulsard 25%, Trousseau 25%

wine profile for a 40 year old vine.
