WINEMAKING

Short maceration in stainless steel tanks: A delicate extraction that preserves fruity aromas
and ensures a nice lightness in the mouth.
Short aging in concrete tanks: This process enhances the freshness and balance of the wine,
while sublimating its fruity character and liveliness.
