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PRESENTATION

Chateau Vanniéres, a historic property located in Provence, has belonged to the
Boisseaux family for several generations. Initially rooted in Burgundy, this family of
winemakers has managed to combine its traditional viticultural know-how with the
sunny character of Provencal terroirs. Today, Eric and Charles-Eric Boisseaux perpetuate
this tradition with passion, seeking excellence in each of their cuvées. The vineyard,
planted on rich clay-limestone soils, benefits from a Mediterranean climate tempered by
maritime influence. It produces mainly structured red wines from Mourvedre, Grenache,
and Cinsault, but also elegant whites with floral notes. Vinifications are done with
respect for the fruit, with careful aging in foudres and oak barrels to enhance aromatic
complexity. What distinguishes Chateau Vanniéres is its unique style: powerful and
refined wines, combining Provencal typicity with Burgundian elegance inherited from
the family's know-how.

VARIETALS
Mourvedre 95%, Grenache 5%

LOCATION
Clay-limestone and marl soils.

TERROIR
Low yields between 45 hl/ha and 55 hl/ha depending on the vintage.

HARVEST
Manual harvest, using only small crates to prevent oxidation.

WINEMAKING
Grapes are then hand-sorted. Destemming and gentle crushing at 8°C to avoid color
extraction.

AGEING
Free-run and press juices are vinified together in stainless steel vats at low
temperatures.

SERVING
14 to 16°C

AGEING POTENTIAL
2 to 3 years

TASTING
This wine displays a deep garnet robe, with aromas of black fruits such as blackcurrant
and blueberry, enhanced by notes of pepper and spices.

FOOD PAIRINGS
Pairs wonderfully with garlic-seasoned lamb, duck with olives, roast rabbit with thyme,
roast quail, or a sauté of porcini mushrooms.
