
DOMAINE ALAIN CHAVY

AOP Puligny-Montrachet Premier Cru Clavaillon
White

PRESENTATION
Created in 2003 in Puligny-Montrachet, the estate is managed by Alain Chavy, from a
renowned wine-growing family. Following the division of the family estate, he now
exploits 10 hectares, mainly in AOC Puligny-Montrachet, with some parcels in Chassagne
and Meursault. Cultural practices are thoughtful: sustainable farming, absence of
herbicides, manual plowing. Harvesting is done by hand to ensure optimal maturity. The
wines are aged in oak barrels with a precise approach that preserves their minerality
and tension. Among the flagship cuvées are the Premier Crus Les Folatières and Les
Pucelles. What distinguishes the estate: an authentic expression of the great terroirs of
Puligny, with wines of great purity and length.

VARIETAL
Chardonnay 100%

LOCATION
Total surface: 11.64 ouvrées (approx. 0.50 ha), planted in 1953.
Age of vines: 72 years old

TERROIR
Located just below the 1er Cru "Les Folatières," this site offers deeper soils while
remaining loose-textured and slightly stony ideal for expressive white wines.

IN THE VINEYARD
Key vineyard tasks include targeted treatments and adapted soil management,
especially for older vines requiring careful attention.

HARVEST
Manual harvest.

WINEMAKING
Fermentation in French oak barrels for 12 months, followed by 6 months in stainless
steel tanks. Bottling occurs in mid-February.

AGEING
12 months in oak + 6 months in tank.

SERVING
Serve between 12 and 14°C.

AGEING POTENTIAL
5 to 10 years

TASTING
Round and lively on the palate, this wine delivers bright citrus flavors enhanced by bold,
concise mineral and earthy notes on the finish. A beautiful balance of energy and depth.

FOOD PAIRINGS
Perfect with: Seafood platters, White fish such as turbot, Roast poultry, Soft cheeses
