VARIETAL
Pinot Noir 100%

LOCATION
This wine comes from 2 plots in Santenay, Les Hâtes and Les Prarons.
Age of vines: 55 years old

TERROIR
Red and stony, brown and chalky lands.

HARVEST
The grape harvest is done manually.

WINEMAKING
Traditional winemaking.

AGEING
Aging in oak barrels for 18 months (30% new barrels).

SERVING
14 to 16°C

AGEING POTENTIAL
5 to 10 years

TASTING
Pretty shiny red reflections, fruity nose with delicate and elegant red fruit notes. Aged 12
to 18 months in barrels. Very pleasant to drink young with great aging potential.
