Planted on the clay-
limestone soil of the Trévaresse hillsides it offers pleasant fragrances of rosemary and
thyme. Some of the plots are situated on the remains of an ancient Roman villa, which
regularly draws hopeful metal detectors in search of some hidden vestiges.
